Luke 10:38-42

She came to him and asked, “Lord, don’t you care that my sister has left me to do the work by myself? Tell her to help me!” 41“Martha, Martha,” the Lord answered, “you are worried and upset about many things, 42but only one thing is needed. Mary has chosen what is better, and it will not be taken away from her.”

· How are Mary and Martha different?
· What are possible distractions from serving God at camp?

· What do you think Martha was feeling when she talked to Jesus? How might you see this while on Work Crew?

· Work is great and important, but what is Jesus describing as “better”?

Expectations on Workcrew

1.  Hard work

Get up early, set up for breakfast, clean up staff breakfast, set up for camper breakfast, clean up camper breakfast, set up for staff lunch, clean up staff lunch, set up for camper lunch, clean up camper lunch, set up for dinner and maybe if you are fast, you might have a couple hours of free time, then clean up staff dinner and camper dinner and start to prep for breakfast.

2. Leadership

You will need to lead your peers, partly because you are in a respected (and even honored) place and also because it is needed for the camp to work well.  Initiation, service and courage is needed to do what needs to be done and to go beyond that.

3.  Being under the authority of others

You are going to have a boss who will tell you what needs to be done and sometimes order you around…how will you respond?  It takes humility and knowing what you are about to handle someone telling you what to do.

4.  Treating the opposite sex appropriately

You are a community working tightly together.  This is an opportunity to trust God and not flirt or position yourself to be someone’s boy/girl friend.  Exclusive relationships can create divisions, miscommunication, competition and misunderstandings.  Wait to start any relationships with the opposite sex until the weekend is over.  Usually, work crews are pretty restricted in any kind of physical contact, even backrubs, hugs, etc.  It may be tough, but you can do it!

Who’s who at Camp
Camp Manager - Makes sure all the jobs fit together.  Sees the big picture.

Speaker - Shares the Gospel from up front.  

Program Directors - “The funny guys” who run the schedule of the camp.  They work hard to make camp fun, surprising, and engaging for kids.  Our job is to support them, be enthusiastic, and to help kids have fun. Be the first to cheer.  Pull kids into what is going on.

Head Leaders - They will help us to focus on Christ and our task.  They identify with the struggle leaders may be having and help keep us accountable.  

Summer Staff - The summer staff runs the rides and keeps the camp running.  They want you to have a blast but they also want the next group to have a blast.  Respect the rules and each ride.

Work Crew - High school students led by their bosses serve the camp. Their witness is primarily one of service.

Typical jobs are:
· Dining Hall: setup, serving and clearing tables

· Pits: doing dishes

· Outdoor Crew (ODC): Various projects outdoors

· Toilet Wranglers / Towashies / Potty Princess: Cleaning bathrooms and cabins 

· Sometimes, but not always… kitchen crew, some store, laundry, office
Property Staff - You’ll have little contact with them.  They want you to use and enjoy the camp to the fullest.  Respect the property.
