Q: Have you ever been embarrassed by religion or Christianity? What does this verse show us?


	Romans 6:23
For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Q: Describe what the gift of eternal life means to you. 
	Hebrews 9:27
Just as man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgment
Q: What do most of your friends think happens after we die? What does this verse teach happens after we die? 

	1 Peter 3:18
For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to death in the body but made alive by the Spirit
Q: What did Jesus do for the sins that you will do in the future?
	Ephesians 2:8-9

For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— not by works, so that no one can boast. 
Q: Why are people saved? Because of their good works? If not, then why?

	John 3:36
Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God’s wrath remains on him.”
Q: What happens if you believe in Jesus? What happens if you reject him? What does it mean to reject Jesus?
	John 1:12
Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God
Q: What does this verse call those who believe in Jesus?

	John 5:24
“I tell you the truth, whoever hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal life and will not be condemned; he has crossed over from death to life.
Q: What does it mean to truly believe in Jesus? 

	1 John 5:13
I write these things to you who believe in the name of the Son of God so that you may know that you have eternal life.
Q: How can you know for sure that you will go to heaven?

	1 Corinthians 3:16
Don’t you know that you yourselves are God’s temple and that God’s Spirit lives in you?
Q: What difference does it make if you have God’s Spirit inside of you?
	Romans 4:20-21

Yet he did not waver through unbelief regarding the promise of God, but was strengthened in his faith and gave glory to God, being fully persuaded that God had power to do what he had promised. 
Q: Do you think God has the power to do what he promises? Where is this hardest to believe?

	Isaiah 41:10

	Philippians 4:13

	Lamentations 3:22-23
Because of the Lord’s great love we are not consumed, for his compassions never fail. They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness. 
Q: What is compassion? What does it mean that God has that for you brand new every single day?
	Numbers 23:19
God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill?
Q: How is God different from us?

	Isaiah 26:3
You will keep in perfect peace him whose mind is steadfast, because he trusts in you.
Q: Where do you need God’s peace right now? How can you keep your trust in God in that area?
	1 Peter 5:7
Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for you. 
Q: How do you normally deal with fear and anxiety? How can you give those to God when you are stressed?

Q: Is your conscience bothering you at all? Do you need talk to God about it? Do you need to talk to a person you know about it? Describe this if you can.
	Philippians 4:19
And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus.
Q: What is the difference between a “need” and a “want”. How do you think God will provide for your needs?

	Hebrews 2:18
Because he himself suffered when he was tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.
Q: Jesus suffered when he was tempted, how does that make you feel when you are tempted?
	Psalm 119:9,11
How can a young man keep his way pure? By living according to your word.

I have hidden your word in my heart that I might not sin against you. 
Q: How can you get God’s word into your heart?

	Matthew 6:33
But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.
Q: What do most people say is their first priority? What does this verse tell us to focus on? What is the reward for focusing on this?
	Romans 12:2
Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.
Q: How can we all change the bad patterns in our life?

	1 John 2:15
Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him.
Q: What do you think it means to “love the world”? Why could that be harmful?

	2 Corinthians 4:5

For we do not preach ourselves, but Jesus Christ as Lord, and ourselves as your servants for Jesus’ sake.
Q: How can you serve others more?

	Mark 10:45
For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”
Q: Did Jesus deserve to be served? Why do you think he served others?
	2 Corinthians 9:6
Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also reap generously.
Q: Sowing is planting, or making an investment. How are you planting or investing in others?


	John 13:34
“A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another.
Q: If we were to love like Jesus did, what would that look like today?
	1 John 3:18
Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth.
Q: What means more to you: words or actions? How can you practically show your love and friendship to people in actions?

	1 Peter 5:5
Young men, in the same way be submissive to those who are older. All of you, clothe yourselves with humility toward one another, because, “God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.”
Q: What does a humble person look like? How can you be more humble?

	Ephesians 5:3
