Twelve Days of Christmas Skit

Sing the song with the actions below. The words below would be for the last time through. It builds one line at a time. For example, the first time through, you would only sing “One the first day of Christmas, my true love sent to me a partridge in a pear tree”. Next you would sing, “On the second day of Christmas, my true love sent to me two turtle doves and a partridge in a pear tree. All the way up to 12. Make sense? It is quite a workout!

(This is based on three people doing it, though any number could do it.)

On the twelfth day of Christmas,

my true love sent to me…

· Twelve drummers drumming, (have two people get on hands and knees as drums and the other person hits their heads as drums)

· Eleven pipers piping, (one person makes a “pot” around a “snake” of which a snake charmer plays a flute to make the snake come out). 
· Ten lords a-leaping, (everyone jump)
· Nine ladies dancing, (dance like ballerinas)
· Eight maids a-milking, (one guy gets on all fours and the others milk his “udders”)
· Seven swans a-swimming, (two people catch one person who runs and dives into a horizontal swimming position)
· Six geese a-laying, (everyone pretends like they are taking a dump)
· Five golden rings, (flex muscles)
· Four calling birds, (pretend to call on a cell phone)
· Three French hens, (say French things like wee wee)
· Two turtle doves, (act like a bird)
· And a partridge in a pear tree! (jump on top of both people and make a squawking noise)
